Supplementary information for Applicants:

The MIATF is a juried theatre festival of anywhere from 6 to 12 short plays, in English and French, that runs for two days in mid May during the month-long Montreal Festival of Anarchy. We feature basically new work, but also work that Montreal audiences have yet to see.

We look for work that has a clear artistic vision, is anarchist inspired, or that explores an anarchist theatrical aesthetic and is socially engaged.

We encourage artists to take risks, ask important questions, and explore the realm of creativity. At the same time, we look for work that is accessible, serious and professional.

As an all-volunteer Festival with no government assistance, we provide limited but quality production resources, a minimal but professional technical staff, and a guaranteed audience. Our Festival is well promoted in the local mainstream and alternative French and English media, and has developed a reputation as ‘the little non-pretentious theatre festival that pulls off miracles’ (VOIR, Montreal).

All box office revenues cover our operating expenses. We do not require a fee with your application.

Each applicant is responsible for obtaining the relevant production rights for their shows and their performers. This includes arranging for the relevant releases if any performer is in a union or other professional association. Likewise, the applicant is responsible for obtaining the performing rights if they are producing an existing play and paying the required fees.

If the applicant’s production differs significantly from the application either in content or personnel appearing on stage, the MIATF reserves the right to cancel

the invitation.

Successful applicants agree to send all necessary support material respecting the deadlines of the Festival, to respond to MIATF check-ins before the Festival, and

to participate in any post show discussions with interested members of the audience.

The MIATF is open to proposals for offsite work, but applicants

must submit the appropriate proof of a letter of support to use for their offsite venue.

We will assess all applications taking into consideration artistic merit, quality of the production, clarity of vision and how they fit into the Festival line-up.

A Selection Committee will notify all applicants of the results by Feb 7, 2012.
